FR 01 – Greenery Borders for Your Flower Garden
Nancy Pearson
All levels, hand appliqué

Choosing from one of three “Leaf, Vine and Flower” borders to 
be used with your own appliqu®d þoral block, create a breath-
taking edging for your secret garden.  Nancy will provide gentle 
guidance in the placement of light and dark fabrics to give a 
realistic feel to your design.  Students should bring their own 
þoral blocks to class to work with.

FR 03 – Celtic Star
Scarlett Rose
All levels, hand appliqué

Basic Celtic work.  Students will learn how to make their own 
fusible bias tape. How to cut on the bias, how different fabrics 
will work with this technique, how to do Celtic interlacing and 
hand appliqu® techniques will be covered.

FR 02 – Double Hearts
Nancy Kerns
Beginner level, hand appliqué

Have you always wanted to try appliqu®? This class is perfect for 
the beginner, or someone who wants to revisit the basics. We will 
work on threading the needle, starting to sew, ending the thread, 
making sharp points and smooth curves. Since our pattern only 
has four pieces, placement is simpliýed and we can focus on the 
actual stitching process. Class is meant to encourage and develop 
skills, so donôt hesitate to join in! Treat yourself to good quality 
fabric and threads, and come prepared to enjoy learning.

Your own Scherenschnitte designed border interlaced with a þo-
ral vine complete with stuffed and beaded berries!  Note: It is 
suggested that this class be taken in conjunction with TH 03, 
Appliqu® Compass Rose, as these two designs can be combined 
for a glorious 44ò wall hanging.

FR 05 - Quilts with Great Edges
