SA 01- Birds and Blooms in Traditional Appliqué
Linda Carlson
All levels, hand appliqué

Students of all skills choose their own comfortable skill levels to 
learn easy hand appliqué techniques for round curves, sharp or 
smooth leaves, dog tooth triangles, and reverse appliqué frames. 
Each block will smoothly graduate your needle turn and freezer 
paper appliqué skills. 

SA 02 - Spring Gathering

All levels, machine appliqué

Learn the basics of machine appliqué while making this triple 
tulip design. The block includes leaves, tulips, circles, stems and 
a basket. Both raw-edge, fusible appliqué and prepared-edge ap-
pliqué will be taught. Sewing machines will be provided in the 
classroom and a variety of machine stitches will be used to se-
cure the motifs. Each student will receive a free pattern for this 
block in the class. This pattern was designed by Kathy as part of 
a nine-block folk art quilt with scalloped borders. It is featured in 
her new book called, Ozark Varieties, which may be purchased 
from Kathy in class

SA 03 – Baltimore Blue Urn

Intermediate level, hand appliqué

This class is a gentle introduction to Classic Baltimore style 
blocks meant for the intermediate appliqué stitcher. We will fo-
cus on accurate placement using a clear transparency overlay. 
Also covered will be reverse appliqué, handling small pieces, 
narrow stems, needleturning small circles (bird’s eyes!), perfect 
round circles, off block construction. The class will include many 
tips and tricks to increase the speed and accuracy of your work, 
hide your stitches, smooth out bumps, achieve sharp points. Urn 
fabric will be supplied, or bring your own choice of fabrics. Tra-
ditional Baltimore colors are NOT required! I love to see batiks 
and modern interpretations.
